YOU MIGHT BE ANTI-VETERAN


If you say, “I support America’s Military Veterans,” and then you don’t … you might be anti-Veteran.


If you condescendingly call those who served in the U.S. Armed Forces “vets” and “GI’s” … you might be anti-Veteran.


If you think freedom is free and that it has nothing to do with the brave men and women of our U.S. Armed Forces who unselfishly sacrifice their own lives so that your life can be free … you might be anti-Veteran.


If you do not understand what "to establish, construct and permanently maintain a National Home for Disabled Volunteer Soldiers" means … you might be anti-Veteran.


If you think the Los Angeles National Veterans Home is a “park” or a “campus” … you might be anti-Veteran.


If you think the director of the West Los Angeles Veterans Healthcare System should be a real estate broker for Veterans property instead of the administrator for Veterans healthcare and rehabilitation services … you might be anti-Veteran.


If you think one of the nation’s most expensive private schools should be given a special deal for 25 prime acres of Veterans hallowed land because parents of the school’s students give big campaign donations to the appropriate politicians … you might be anti-Veteran.


If you think community carnival-like fundraisers, business expos with a swap-meet atmosphere, church and synagogue services, movie premiers, symphonies, theatrical plays, political rallies, lavish invitation-only parties, bar mitzvahs and a myriad of other functions featured on the hallowed grounds of the National Home could possibly benefit disabled Veterans … you might be anti-Veteran.


If you think used car and bus storage lots and hotel laundry services on the grounds of the National Home actually benefit disabled Veterans … you might be anti-Veteran.


If you think millions of dollars of revenue from an oil well on Veterans property should go to private business and the royalties to the Department of Interior instead of for Veterans healthcare and rehabilitation services … you might be anti-Veteran.


If you think a Hollywood entertainment company should make big profits by featuring high-ticket plays and concerts at the Veterans’ Wadsworth and Brentwood Theaters while rank-and-file and rehabilitating Veterans cannot afford to attend  … you might be anti-Veteran.


If you think a Hollywood entertainment company should be granted special privileges to advertise and serve beer, wine and alcohol at their private events even though it is officially banned on the grounds of the National Home because many Veterans are undergoing special rehabilitation treatment … you might be anti-Veteran.


If you think our government should intentionally short-fund the Veterans healthcare services so that local politicians and bureaucrats can prostitute Veterans’ land for their own benefit at the expense of America’s Military Veterans … you might be anti-Veteran.


If you think a wealthy special interest group that deceptively calls itself “Veterans Park Conservancy” (VPC) should be given 16 acres of Veterans hallowed land valued at nearly one billion dollars in a no-bid, rent-free special agreement for “the first new community park to be built in West Los Angeles in over 50 years” … you might be anti-Veteran.


If you think VPC should be able to use the land at the National Home for “a scaled-down version of a grand community park in the tradition of New York's Central Park that will attract all segments of the West Los Angeles community while featuring numerous activities for everyone” … you might be anti-Veteran.


If you think the National Veterans Home should be used for a clamorous and rowdy public community park instead of a safe haven of quietude for Veterans healthcare and rehabilitation … you might be anti-Veteran


If you think $1,000,000 of Veterans seriously needed healthcare money was better spent building a “majestic wrought-iron fence” to beautify the entryway into Brentwood rather than rehabilitating our defenders of freedom and liberty … you might be anti-Veteran.


If you think “Beauty, Honor, Country” engraved in stone at the National Veterans Home by VPC instead of the military’s heralded watchword of “Duty, Honor, Country” is not slanderous and disrespectful to America’s Military Veterans and their Honorable Duty to our Country … you might be anti-Veteran.
