"HOMELESS HORSES” 7 TO 1 FAVORITE OVER 

"HOMELESS VETERANS" 

IN CONGRESSIONAL FUNDING
Congress appropriated $75 Million Dollars in Funding for the 2004 Budget to assist an estimated 300,000 "Homeless Veterans"...  That’s $214 per “Homeless Veteran”…

At the same time however, according to an article published July 17, 2004 in BillingsGazette.com, in 2004, Congress appropriated $42 Million Dollars in Funding for the 2004 Budget to round-up, feed, and house 36,000 "Homeless Horses"…  That’s $750 per “Homeless Horse”… 

This above amount is almost 7-times more funding per “Homeless Horse” than per “Homeless Veteran”…  Don’t you think there’s something wrong with this picture???

The WILD FREE-ROAMING HORSES AND BURROS ACT first enacted by Congress in 1971, provides for the protection of wild free-roaming horses and burros.  No kidding!!!  There really is an act like that - [16 U.S.C. §§ 1331-1340, December 15, 1971, as amended 1978.].  The Act directs the Bureau of Land Management and the Forest Service, a Division of the U.S. Department of Interior, to manage wild horses and burros on lands under their jurisdiction. 

According to the article, the homeless horses of this herd represent a growing problem. They are old - 15 years on average - and unwanted.  In this manner, the homeless horses and homeless Veterans have something in common…  The Federal Government look also looks at homeless Veterans as a growing problem, and homeless Veterans - are also unwanted…

Over the years, managers - and wild horse and burro advocates - have proposed an array of solutions – just like the VA has done for the homeless Veterans problem.  To date, both have been unsuccessful in finding a solution. 

The BLM (Bureau of Land Management) has begun studying a pilot program in Wyoming where two ranchers took about 30 wild horses each in exchange for a one-time payment of $1,800 a horse.  This payment now changes the Congressional “funding-ratio” in favor of homeless horses over homeless Veterans to almost 9 to 1.

The BLM says it's as close as it has ever been to achieving a solution.  It hopes to trim the herd of 36,000 wild horses across the country to 26,000 by 2006 by rounding up horses and sending even more into sanctuaries in the Midwest, where ranchers who won competitive contracts to keep horses in “perpetuity”…

Today, seven ranches - four in Oklahoma and three in Kansas - keep around 13,600 wild horses. The BLM plans to open up to four more sanctuaries.  

Reasonable minds might ask, why doesn’t Congress appropriate the necessary funds to feed contract with ranchers or create “sanctuaries” to feed and house the estimated 300,000 homeless Veterans in order to keep them in “perpetuity”???  Sounds like one solution to the homeless Veteran problem to me…  How about you???
