LOS ANGELES — Henry A. Waxman (D-Los Angeles) is the U.S. Representative for California’s 30" Congressional
District and the primary public servant entrusted to oversee and protect the largest VA in the nation.

In spite of this enormous and patriotic responsibility, Cong. Waxman has defiantly neglected the sheltering needs
and care of thousands of America’s Military Veterans while steadfastly turning Los Angeles County into the
homeless Veteran capital of the nation — “Prisoners of Waxman.”

Cong. Waxman facilitated this atrocious transgression by allowing the scandalous misappropriation of sacred land
and facilities at the Los Angeles National Veterans’ Home in order to satisfy the self-serving wants and demands of
his wealthy constituents.



The Domestic Enemy

While our Military forces are engaged in major wars with a savage overseas enemy, 20,000 Military Veterans in Los
Angeles County face a torturous domestic enemy as they are sentenced to a life of homelessness and
imprisonment in back-alley squalor as their once-revered National Home has been pillaged, plundered and turned
into a private school playground, an off-leash dog park, a kids soccer field, a public entertainment center, a public
park, a public golf course, public botanic gardens, celebrity carnivals, Enterprise car-rental storage lots, Getty
Museum and PGA public parking lots, and other sullying and degrading manipulation of Veterans sacred land.

The Report on Waxman

Here Are The Facts:

Congressman Henry Arnold Waxman is an attorney by profession and the elected U.S. Representative of the
30™ Congressional District in Los Angeles, California.

Cong. Waxman is one of the most senior members of the House of Representatives, having first been elected
in 1974, during the Nixon-Watergate era. (18 terms = 36 years).

Cong. Waxman’s 30™ District is immersed with some of the wealthiest ZIP codes in the nation, including
Beverly Hills, Bel-Air, West Hollywood, Westwood, Brentwood, Santa Monica, Pacific Palisades, Malibu,
Agoura Hills, Calabasas, Hidden Hills, Westlake Village and Woodland Hills, etc.

Cong. Waxman recently wrote a book, “The Waxman Report,” and in it he declares: "Nearly every worthwhile
fight in my career began with my being badly outmatched. The other guys always have more money. That's
why Congress is so important. Run as it should be, it ensures that no special interest can ever be powerful
enough to eclipse the public interest."”

(If you believe Cong. Waxman, be forewarned that there’s a real estate broker anxiously waiting to sell
you some ocean-view property in the Mojave Desert.)

Cong. Waxman has chaired some of the most powerful Committees in Congress, including the past two years
on the Committee of Energy and Commerce, and prior to that, the Committee on Oversight and Government
Reform.

Cong. Waxman’s 30" District charges him with the fiduciary responsibility and entrusted stewardship to
oversee and protect the Los Angeles National Veterans Home, (Home), aka known as the VA Greater West
Los Angeles Healthcare System, (VA GLAHS), which is the largest VA in the nation with more than one million
Veterans living within 50 miles.

Cong. Waxman sent a letter dated September 11, 2007, to the “Wall Street Journal,” whereby he confirmed:

“... Here are the facts ... After the Civil War, the
soldiers' homes for disabled and homeless war veterans. Soon after Congress enacted legislation in

1887 to authorize construction of the first soldiers' home in the west, a patriotic Californian family

donated 388 acres in Los Angeles for this purpose. But there was a catch - the legal deed requires that

the federal government maintain the property permanently for veterans. Today that 388-acre campus

houses the largest VA health care center in the nation and serves more than 300,000 veterans. It also
happens to sit in a highly valued commercial district and has long been targeted by developers.”

Cong. Waxman openly confirms that there is Congressional legislation of 1887 providing for a “national
sol dier s’ home for di sabl &ahd alagdl Déed fore3B&asres thatdrequiressthee r a
federal government maintain the property for veterans.”

Cong. Waxman was interviewed in the September, 2010 issue of the “Strawberry Gazette,” a Veteran-oriented
publication, whereby he confirmed:

“The 30™ Congressional District includes the West L.A. VA, which is the largest VA facility in the nation,
and it is located in Los Angeles County, which has more homeless Veterans than any other county in the
nation.”

Cong. Waxman is not a Military Veteran.



Dereliction of Duty

In spite of the fact that there are specific stipulations incorporated in an Act of Congress and a legal Deed on behalf
of Disabled and homeless Veterans, Cong. Waxman boastfully brags that there are “more homeless Veterans in Los
Angeles County than any other county in the nation,” as though this is a virtue.

The foregoing notwithstanding, Cong. Waxman has repeatedly violated his public trust and Congressional duty and
responsibility of overseeing and protecting the Veterans Home and its sacred land in accordance with the
Congressional Act of 1887, and the legal Deed of 1888.

As a result of his blatant malfeasance and dereliction of duty, Cong. Waxman has essentially sentenced more than
20,000 American Military Veterans as “P.O.W.” — “Prisoners of Waxman,” forcing them to struggle and survive on
public sidewalks and back-alley squalor, while constantly facing unknown dangers and assault.

Cruel and Unusual Punishment
George Billingslea is a Disabled Marine Combat Veteran of the Vietnam War who lives in an open-air residence
situated next to a multi-million dollar fence that separates Veterans from their National Home on the other side.
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George’s Living Room George’s Bedroom

George lives homeless and hungry next to the Los Angeles National Veterans Home that was deeded 122 years
ago “to be permanently maintained as a National Home for Disabled Volunteer Soldiers.”

To help George battle his disabilities from the Vietham War, the VA GLAHS has given him nearly 20 different
prescribed drugs to treat PTSD, schizophrenia, bipolar, depression, anxiety, nightmares, sleep-deprivation, pain,
heart condition, high blood pressure, high cholesterol, type-2 diabetes, allergies, etc.

Even the coldest of the coldhearted would agree that George deserves to be safely sheltered and properly cared for
on the other side of this fence at the National Veterans Home instead of trying to survive alone on the streets of Los
Angeles with an over-abundance of mood-altering drugs.

These are only a few of the VA-prescribed
“mood disorder” drugs for George.

Make no mistake; the endless distribution of mood-altering drugs by the VA to America’s Disabled and homeless
Veterans causes mental and bodily harm, including accidental overdose and suicide.

What person in their “right mind” would allow George to roam the streets of Los Angeles ... homeless and hungry ...
with a diet of 20 different prescribed medications that randomly alter his mood and faculties?

Among the multitude of these mood-altering drugs that the VA has prescribed for George is “Ziprasidone” to treat
schizophrenia, and the instructions direct him to take this medication on a “full stomach.” The man is homeless and
hungry and has no watch. How can George possibly take this medication in a timely fashion along with all the others
and not have serious side effects, if not fatal results?

On his medication sheet, there’s an 800 number for a “National Suicide Hot-Line,” just in case George considers
ending his misery. George has no cell phone, and phone booths are virtually nonexistent in West Los Angeles!

By comparison, George is the only person of sound mind in this sinister and abhorrent assault on his life.

On December 10, 1948, the General Assembly of the United Nations adopted and proclaimed the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights. Article 5 declares: No 6ne shall be subjected to torture or to cruel, inhuman or
degrading treatment or puni shment .’

Henry Waxmands Misdirected Power
The foregoing notwithstanding, Veteran George Billingslea’s “home” is in the 30" Congressional District, which is
Henry Waxman’s West Los Angeles District.

Remember Cong. Waxman’s infamous line: "Nearly every worthwhile fight in my career began with my being badly
outmatched. Theother guys al ways have more money. "’

Whoa there Congressman! Are you saying that George and his fellow homeless Veterans have more money than
you and your wealthy constituents? Preposterous! Moreover Mr. Congressman, why aren’t you defending George
and his poor fellow homeless Veterans instead of taking their sacred land and giving it to your fat-cat friends?

The Congressman did get one thing right and it’s that he is “badly outmatched” with George and his fellow Veterans
who pledged their lives to defend our nation and the American way of life. It's criminal that the Congressman doesn’t
think George and his 20,000 fellow homeless Veterans are a “worthwhile fight,” but his super-rich constituents are.

Along with being a powerful member of Congress, Henry Waxman has been entrusted to safeguard the largest
National Veterans Home in the nation. Instead, he has forced Disabled and homeless Veterans to become prisoners
of his self-serving and destructive force to systematically turn Los Angeles County into the largest homeless Veteran
population in the nation while giving Veterans’ land to his affluent cohorts.

Baseball vs. Veterans
In spite of the foregoing facts, Cong. Waxman has never officially investigated the abuse and mistreatment of
America’s Veterans who are homeless, over-drugged, and on the verge of accidental drug-overdose or suicide.

Equally concerning, Cong. Waxman has never seriously investigated the drug-overdose and suicides of numerous
Veterans who were patients at the VA GLAHS, particularly five questionable deaths over a three-month period in
2007. Instead of investigating drug-related deaths at the VA within his own District, the Congressman was busy
conducting a full-blown investigation of professional baseball players who were suspected of using steroids.

Oh sure, Cong. Waxman has sent the Secretary of Veterans Affairs a letter here and there saying he is “concerned”
about Veterans. However, he’s never held a full-blown investigation, even though it is his fiduciary responsibility to
ensure that the largest Veterans Home in the nation provides shelter and healthcare for Veterans who are in need.
There is an 1887 Act of Congress and a Grant Deed of 1888 that mandates it, but Cong. Waxman is too busy with
more important matters, i.e., “worthwhile fights,” than to abide by a Congressional Law and honor a legal Deed that
protects and serves America’s Disabled and homeless Veterans.

Inspector General of the World
On July 17, 2006, The Los Angeles Times featured an article about Congressman Waxman titled,* For Bet t er
Wor s e, He's on |t."7

In her article, Times writer Faye Fiore proclaimed, “He's the general of an army of investigators who churn out
unsparing reports.” She then refers to this unparalleled investigative staff as:

If Cong. Waxman has that much investigative power, then why hasn’t he held major investigations into his own
admission that there are more homeless Veterans in Los Angeles County than any other county in the nation, even
though Los Angeles has the largest Veterans Home facility in the nation?

Why hasn’'t Cong. Waxman held major investigations into the fact there are at least 11 “vacant” buildings at the
largest Veterans Home in the nation? Moreover, why are 42 buildings designated as “historic” and essentially
ineffectual for their real purpose, i.e., to shelter and care for Disabled and homeless Veterans?

Even though he is the elected public servant responsible for protecting America’s Veterans in Los Angeles County,
Cong. Waxman has essentially evicted Veterans in need of shelter and care from their rightful “Home” and
sentenced them as tortured prisoners of his own making.

So, why does Cong. Waxman endorse a rent-free public park on a billion-dollar parcel of Veterans sacred land,
along with another 12 acres leased to the City of Los Angeles for $1 a year for a public recreation and dog park
while thousands of homeless Veterans fend for their safety on the dangerous streets of Los Angeles?

Cong. Waxman’s answer is certain to cause anguish among even the most wicked of evil doers, because it doesn’t
get any lower than this.

Fuzzy Math or Veteran Genocide?

On November 9, 2006, Cong. Waxman sent a letter to the former “Citizens For Veterans Rights” organization
commending them for holding a celebration at the Los Angeles VA in honor of Veterans Day. The Congressman
declared,” We have 18, 000 homeless veterans i n Los Angel es C

“Of the 300,000 homeless veterans in the United States, it is estimated that at least 21,000 are in Los
Angeles County.”™ (New Directions Fact Sheet - 2007 Report by the National Alliance to End Homelessness).

In the September-2010 issue of the “Strawberry Gazette,” Cong. Waxman declared, * Ther e ar e 6,500 r e
homel ess veterans in Los Angeles County."”

This is simply amazing! In less than four years, Cong. Waxman is declaring that the homeless Veteran population in
Los Angeles County has been reduced by two-thirds, or nearly 12,000 (or more¥).

Does anybody really believe that 12,000 homeless Veterans in Los Angeles County were miraculously rehabilitated
and became renters or homeowners in just four years?

Of course not, but what really happened to 12,000 of our fellow Veterans?

By allowing this phenomenal and inexplicable mystery to continue, Cong. Waxman is essentially aiding and abetting
with the VA in this systematic reduction of Disabled and homeless Veterans.

As defenders of America’'s freedom and independence, our military Veterans are a national minority group
representing less than 8% of the U.S. population. Could there be a secretive and systematic movement afoot to
destroy those Veterans who are Disabled and homeless?

Article 2 of the 1948 United Nations Convention on the Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of Genocide,
defines genocide as, “ any of the following acts committed matiohah
ethnical, racial or religious group, as such: killing members of the group; causing serious bodily or mental harm to
members of the group; deliberately inflicting on the group conditions of life, calculated to bring about its physical
destruction in whole or in part.”

Mean Spirited, Inhuman Treatment, or Veteran Genocide?
On August 11, 2010, Cong. Waxman held a Town Hall meeting and was asked what he thought about Arizona’s
immigration law SB 1070. He responded that it was “mean spirited,” and the audience booed.

Mr. Congressman, if you think it is mean spirited for a State government to pass a law that protects its citizens and
their property from individuals who are not in the United States legally, what would you call a Federal government
that takes a billion-dollar parcel of land belonging to Disabled Veterans and gives it to a wealthy homeowner group
to build a public park -- rent free?

Well, mean spirited would be a compliment. However, when those Disabled Veterans are homeless and hungry,
and trying to survive in back-alley squalor on a diet of mood-altering drugs because sacred land at their National
Veterans Home was given away to wealthy constituents instead of building shelter, it would be called cruel,
torturous, degrading and inhuman treatment.

Even worse, when those same drug-induced Disabled and homeless Veterans mysteriously disappear in Los
Angeles County at the rate of 3,000 per year ... it is called Veteran genocide.

America must end this malicious, heinous and criminal war against Disabled and homeless Veterans and
immediately begin liberating these tortured and persecuted “Prisoners of Waxman”

Investigate the Investigator

Two principal questions amongst fellow Veterans: a) why has the U.S. Congress not investigated Cong. Waxman
for his malfeasance in overseeing the largest VA facility in the nation, and, b) why are there more homeless
Veterans in Los Angeles County than any other county in the nation while under his stewardship?

Regardless of the nebulous and fatuous excuses that his wealthy defenders and political allies will proclaim, it is
time for Congress to investigate the investigator.

Curiously, Cong. Waxman, who is not a Veteran, has never openly or seriously investigated the abuse and
misappropriation of Veterans land and facilities at the Los Angeles National Veterans Home, and the subsequent
abuse and neglect of homeless Veterans and the VA's drug-abuse program.

It is axiomatic that when there’s a combination of less land, temporary shelter and permanent resident halls at the
Los Angeles National Veterans Home, there will always be more homeless Veterans in Los Angeles County.

It is also axiomatic that over-prescribing mood altering drugs to homeless Veterans will lead to drug overdoses and
suicide, which systematically reduces the Veteran population.

This is not cruel, torturous, degrading and inhuman treatment ... this is Veteran genocide!
And these Disabled and homeless Veterans are being tortured as “Prisoners of Waxman!”

Henry Waxman must be investigated by Congress and expelled from office, along with filing a multitude of serious
criminal charges against him,

Let The Investigations Begin

Under Cong. Waxman’s failed stewardship, the lives of 20,000 homeless Veterans and their sacred property at the
Los Angeles National Veterans Home remain in extreme danger, even though this is their rightful “‘Home.”

On behalf of America’s 24 million Military Veterans, including the 1.5 million men and women who are presently on
Active Duty, it is imperative that the U.S. Congress, Federal Bureau of Investigation, Department of Justice,
Department of Defense, and the VA’s Office of Inspector General begin immediate investigations of Congressman
Henry A. Waxman and the VA Greater Los Angeles Healthcare System regarding, but not necessarily limited to, the
following unlawful, immoral and unpatriotic conduct against America’s Military Veterans and We the People:

Abuse of Power; Malfeasance; Misappropriation of Government Funds and Property; Aiding and
Abetting; Conspiracy; Subversion; Cronyism, Duplicity; Embezzlement; Grand Theft; Fraud; Dereliction
of Duty; Intentional Infliction of Emotional Distress; Hate Crimes; Violation of Americans With
Disability Act; Human Rights Violation; Humiliating and Degrading Treatment; Creating Hazardous
Conditions; Willful Neglect; Cruel and Unusual Punishment; Oppression; Veteran Genocide; Reckless
Disregard; Endangerment; False Prosecution; False Imprisonment; Espionage; Sabotage; Subterfuge;
