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So that Veteran’s deaths are not in vain, all Veterans and other Americans whether they agree or disagree with the views of other Americans should:
Defend the right of people to express their views, not the views that they express.  As once the government is empowered to violate one person’s rights it can use that power against everyone and then your group won’t be permitted to peaceably demonstrate either. 

The Declaration of Independence which was written before the “Bill of Rights” puts forth the fundamental principles that: 

“Government exists for the benefit of the people, deriving its powers from the consent of the governed and that whenever any form of Government becomes destructive of these ends, it is the Right of the People to alter or abolish it, and try to institute new Government.” 

Our founding Fathers were talking about the Government of England when they wrote this Declaration. 

Whether you agree or not, if you live in the United States of America:

The freedom to speak or write about fact or opinion without censorship, is guaranteed under the First Amendment… 

As Veterans, we all took an Oath when we were sworn-in to the U.S. Armed Forces that we would Protect and Defend the Constitution of the United States of America at all costs.  

Although we are no longer in the Military, unless you have personally “rescinded” that Oath, then Veterans, and all American Citizens should still uphold Protecting and Defending Our Constitution’s Freedom of Speech and of the Press, and the Right of the People to Peaceably Demonstrate for a Redress of Grievances Against The Government regardless of whether they agree or disagree with the reasons why the Demonstrators are Peaceably Demonstrating… 
“Our rights as individuals depend on the willingness of the people to defend them, and so long as we have enough people in this country willing to fight for their rights, we’ll be called a Democracy…
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
