I WAS Previously working with “VERPA” short for Veterans Equal Rights Protection Advocacy and was on their Board of Directors as Human Rights Coordinator as we presented The VERPA Act to abolish the Feres Doctrine that destroys all legally inducted servicemen and woman’s First Amendment Rights to redress gross criminal negligence caused by the abuses of federal employees inside the military.

As in my personal case my broken neck injury is considered “Incident to Service” due to the fact that my injures were not combat related conditions However my PTSD is caused by the abuses of federal employees as I was handcuffed by MP and escorted to Vietnam by Medic and MP without a neck brace until Hawaii and all my PTSD is considered “Incident to Combat” due to the fact that I was in Vietnam with my injuries when in fact I should have had a medical discharge shortly after my training accident at Fort Hood, Texas. 

The Military would have never considered sending me into war if The Feres Doctrine was abolished because our government would have no sovereign immunity over its soldiers that serve in the Armed Forces. The very same rights that we are fighting for and risk life and limb for are abolished by the Feres Doctrine as we are all treated like second class citizens while we have a uniform on. A certain class of people in the United States of America, the U. S. Constitution does not work for because of the Federal Torts Claims Act of 1950 that was in fact PASSED BY CONGRESS is a violation of every service members rights to protect themselves from the chilling effects of the Feres Doctrine. 
No American should be violated this way and I encourage you to Sponsor a Bill and Vote to Abolish the Feres Doctrine and make sure that All injuries to service are treated with the best medical care for all that serve. “Incident to Service & Incident to Combat” Injuries have to be taken care of Something that has been missing in the Armed Forces and ignored by Congress and Senate except for the fact to pass such a Un American FTCA Document called the Feres Doctrine. Its time to make change and restore credibility to our Armed Forces by taking  seriously the damage to all Americans that have suffered by the gross criminal neglect caused by the Abuses of Federal Employees because of the Feres Doctrine abuses are in the tens of thousands as we all try to survive the chilling effects of the Feres Doctrine.
