Dear Criminal Investigator Krick:

As I stated in my Original Complaint, Meskin "Co-Mingles" his Veterans Post Newspaper by advising Veterans Party of America Officers and Members that The Party “Owes” the Newspaper $30,000 that the Newspaper lent The Party.

First of all, the Veterans Post Newspaper is neither a "Legal Entity" Corporation “separate” from Phillip G. Meskin since it was dissolved in 2001, and is NOT even Registered as a "Fictitious Name" such as Phillip Meskin d/b/a Veterans Post Newspaper.

Secondly, I received very disturbing information today from an Officer of the Veterans Party of America that during the first Annual Party Conference held in Tampa, Florida from on or about November 17 – November 20, 2005, Phillip G. Meskin as National Elections Committee (NEC) Chairperson of the Veterans Party of America advised Party Officers and other Members when tendering payment for the Convention’s Expenses, that they should make-out Checks Payable to the Veterans Post Newspaper rather than to the Veterans Party of America.

Next, I also learned today that Meskin also misleads Party Members to believe that the Veterans Post Newspaper “Owns” the Veterans Party of America.

As I am sure you know, a Political Party cannot be Owned or Purchased by any Person or any Legal Entity.  A Political Party can only be a Legal Entity of its own.  So the New York Times Newspaper could “Not Own” the Democratic Party any more than the Veterans Post Newspaper could “Own” the Veterans Party of America.

And a Political Party is not dependent on any one Person for it to continue to exist.  By Federal and State Laws, and its own Bylaws, the Officers of a Political Party must be Duly Elected by other Officers and other Members of that Party.  

However, according to several Party Members, to the best of their knowledge, Meskin has never been Elected as NEC Chairperson, he has just assumed that position.  Officers and Members can also Vote-Out any Member or Officer.  But even if Meskin was elected as Chairperson that’s not a Defense for all the Unlawful Activities that Meskin is perpetrating.  

Therefore, based on all of the above, I am respectfully requesting that in the “Interest of Justice” and to prevent any further “Victimization” occurring from the further Consumer Fraud and other Unlawful Acts being Perpetrated by Phillip G. Meskin: 

1.
That My Original Complaint be Amended to also now include Consumer Fraud in connection with Misappropriation Of Political Contributions by the Veterans Post Newspaper a/k/a the Veterans Post News and its “Operator” Phillip G. Meskin, and all other information and requests that I have submitted herein. 

2.
That Your Office on its own initiative and/or on my behalf immediately file for a COURT ORDERED TEMPORARY INJUNCTION, and/or any other action Your Office deems appropriate to prevent PHILLIP G. MESKIN from Perpetrating any further Unlawful Acts associated with the “Co-Mingling” of the Veterans Post Newspaper/Phillip G. Meskin and the Veterans Party of America, and the Veterans Public Awareness Foundation.

4. That Your Office on its own initiative and/or on my behalf also immediately Notify the Florida Attorney General; the “Fraud Section” of the Criminal Investigation Division of the United States Justice Department, and the Criminal Investigation Division of the Internal Revenue Service (IRS), and any other Law Enforcement or other Government Agency Your Office deems appropriate, so that they can also take immediate or any other action they deem appropriate in this matter.
