c. Current or former Operator of the Veterans Public Awareness Foundation, a “Project” or “Branch” of the National Heritage Foundation (NHF) and an alleged Veterans Charity.  NHF is a Public Foundation and an IRS 501(c)(3) Non-Profit Corporation but its “Projects” are not required to individually disclose the total amount Donations or Expenditures.

STATEMENT OF TERRY RICHARDS
1.
Simply put, because America’s Men and Women of our Armed Forces are in 

Harms-way fighting America’s War On Terror there is great “public sentiment” by Americans to want to help Veterans.  And using that “public sentiment” Phillip G. Meskin a/k/a P.G. Meskin of 1441 Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. Street South in 

St. Petersburg and his co-conspirators had everyone believe that the purpose of Meskin’s several Veterans-related Enterprises were operated in the name to help Veterans…  But in fact, the evidence will reveal that Meskin started all his Veterans Enterprises strictly for his own personal financial gain.

2.
Disabled American Veterans (D.A.V.) Chapter 9 members in St. Petersburg, Florida had solicited funds under the auspices of the Veterans Awareness Council a/k/a Veterans Public Awareness Foundation which was Operated by Meskin.  Since this was a violation of federal and state exemption laws for Veterans Service Organizations to solicit for charitable donations under any other auspices than their own Congressional Chartered Veterans Service Organization, and the fact that Meskin and other D.A.V. Chapter 9 members had worked on Meskin’s Veterans Post newspaper using the facilities of Chapter 9, D.A.V. Chapter 9 was placed under the “trusteeship” of D.A.V. Department of Florida.

3.
After this I filed a Complaint, and after being served with that Complaint 

from Regulatory Specialist Frank Roycraft from the Florida Department of Agriculture, Division of Consumer Services in connection with Phillip G. Meskin and other members of the St. Petersburg, Florida Disabled American Veterans (D.A.V.) Chapter 9 for unlawful charitable solicitations and misappropriation of charitable contributions, David Stone, State Commander of D.A.V. Department of Florida in a letter dated March 08, 2006, replied to Roycraft in pertinent part as follows:  

“The persons who participated in the fund raising activities were, in fact, members of the DAV Chapter 9 but were acting as individuals on their own.  Their participation was not sanctioned, approved, or allowed under DAV National and State Bylaws.

DAV National Bylaws clearly provides that in all fundraising, 30 days notice must be given to the State DAV Department.  No such notice was given to this department.  In fact, it appears that the fundraising took place in July of 2002, 2003, 2004, and 2005 but the first notice to State DAV Headquarters was in November 2005 by Herbert G. Lewis, member of Chapter #9, dated November 16, 2005 on our Standard Fund Raising Request Form FR2-88 which was submitted February 19, 2006.”

“Upon learning of this unapproved fundraising, DAV State Headquarters took prompt and aggressive action, which resulted in revoking the Charter of Chapter #9, therefore, Chapter #9 no longer exists.”

“WE HAVE NO KNOWLEDGE OF WHERE THE FUNDS COLLECTED BY THIS UNAPPROVED ACTIVITY WENT.  WE COULD FIND NO CLEAR EVIDENCE THAT THE FUNDS WERE DEPOSITED IN CHAPTER #9 ACCOUNTS.”

“The activity was conducted by individuals operating outside DAV directions, unapproved by DAV and without knowledge of State and National DAV Headquarters.”

4.
In order to understand the full gravity and scope of Meskin’s well-organized and elaborate “scams” to swindle both consumers and Veterans, you must first read this entire Report.

5.
I first became acquainted with Meskin in about 2001 in that they we were in the several of the same weekly “support groups” which met on a weekly basis at Bay Pines VA Medical Center, in St. Petersburg, Florida through 2005.  It was in these groups that I first learned that Meskin was the Operator of the Veterans Post Newspaper, Veterans Public Awareness Foundation, and Founder of the Veterans Party of America.

6.
I have been a Registered Voter of the Veterans Party of America since it first started in Florida in 2003 when Meskin talked about it in “the first group” and advised everyone in the group how to change their political party affiliation with the supervisor of elections.  Later on, I also wrote Veteran related articles for Meskin’s Veterans Newspaper and the Veterans Party Website as a non-compensated volunteer, and also volunteered to assist with media relations, among other things.  

7. About September 2004, Meskin told the members in one of the groups about his 

Veterans Charity called the Veterans Public Awareness Foundation and that it was associated with the well-known Heritage Foundation a “POLITICAL THINK-TANK” supported by the super-wealthy who have access to the White House and Congress any time they want whose website is www.watch.pair.com/heritage.html.  However, Meskin’s said Charity has nothing to do with the Heritage Foundation.  Meskin’s said Veterans Charity is in fact a “Branch” or “Project” of the National Heritage Foundation www.nhf.org a 501(C)(3) PUBLIC FOUNDATION, Federal Employment Identification Number (FEIN) #58-2085326 and a “A PARADISE FOR CHARITY SCAM ARTISTS,” and therefore, is not a Foundation on its own merit as Meskin likes people to think.  However, for all practical purposes the Veterans Public Awareness Foundation is operated by one Phillip G. Meskin a/k/a P.G. Meskin.  Meskin’s advertisements for his Veterans Foundation have been known to use a different Tax Exempt ID Number of 4837-3261-18.

8.
One-day after a  group session, I talked to Meskin privately, and when I asked him about his Veterans Charity “Mission,” he had a hard time explaining the exact nature of the “Mission” other than saying it was to make the public aware of Veterans issues.  In later group sessions and in private with me, Meskin also stated that his Veterans Charity helped indigent and homeless Veterans, and also helped to subsidize Volunteers at Bay Pines VA Medical Center.

9.
However, during the group sessions over the years, there were probably at least ten Veterans who were either indigent or homeless or were about to become homeless and could not pay their electric or telephone bill, or did not have sufficient food on hand, etc., and I never heard Meskin offer any of them any financial assistance through his said Veterans Charity.

10.
The only financial assistance that I have ever seen or heard Meskin give to Veterans whether in financial need or not, are FREE TICKETS to Movies, Museums, Baseball and Football Games, etc., which he GETS FOR FREE anyway.  Meskin says he trades advertising in his Newspaper for these Tickets but he has never offered proof of it.   But even if it were true, it still does not explain all of Meskin’s other Questionable Activities.

11.
In 2001, the Veterans Post Newspaper Operated by Meskin ran an ad for itself soliciting charitable donations to help Veterans.  However, although the Newspaper was a Non-Profit Corporation at the time it was not registered and approved by the State of Florida Consumer Services Division or the Pinellas County Florida Consumer Protection agency to solicit charitable contributions, and therefore, the solicitation was unlawful. 

12.
Public Records at The Pinellas County Florida Consumer Protection Agency reveal that on March 15, 2001, a Complaint was filed against the Veterans Post Newspaper a/k/a Veterans Post News for Unlawfully Soliciting Charitable Donations for the Veterans Public Awareness Foundation through an advertisement in Meskin’s Veterans Newspaper.  State of Florida Public Records reveal that the President and Director of this Corporation before it was dissolved, was one Phillip Meskin.  Meskin is currently the Operator of the said Veterans Foundation.

13.
Meskin endeavored to bypass Florida’s Charitable Solicitation Statutes by using the “Exemption From Registration” 496.406(1)(2) By “Granting Membership” in his Veterans Public Awareness Foundation and/or with his Veterans Newspaper in exchange for a Charitable Contribution to same.  However, someone familiar with Florida’s Charity Laws saw his bogus Charity Solicitation Advertisement and knew it violated Chapter 496.406(2) which states:
A charitable organization or sponsor which limits solicitation of contributions to the membership of the charitable organization or sponsor. For the purposes of this paragraph, the term "membership" does not include those persons who are granted a membership upon making a contribution as a result of a solicitation.

14.
After Pinellas County Florida Consumer Protection Agency was alerted of the unlawful solicitation by Meskin’s Newspaper, the Newspaper’s Corporate Officers Phillip G. Meskin and Susan White Meskin were contacted and advised to cease and desist from further soliciting.  Unfortunately, even though there was possible Fraud indicated in the solicitation, this Agency is limited to only investigation and enforcement of unlawful charitable solicitation.

15.
Although Meskin’s Newspaper was a Non-Profit Corporation, it was not an IRS 501(c)(3) Tax Exempt Charity, and therefore, was required to pay taxes on “Sales” of advertising space and an estimated 2400 non tax-exempt subscriptions, regardless of whether the Newspaper has a “Profit” or “Loss” at the end of the “Tax Year.”  However, according to the Florida Department of Revenue records, the Newspaper since its earliest known existence which is 1997 or earlier has never registered with or paid the 7% sales tax due to the Florida Department of Revenue for said “Sales.”  

16.
Public Records also reveal that Meskin’s Veterans Newspaper was first Incorporated as a Domestic Non-Profit Corporation in April of 2000 and then Voluntarily Dissolved in May of 2001.  

17.
However, Newspaper Records reveal that it was operating as early as 1997 without being registered as any kind of “Legal Entity” in at least the State of Florida.  However, since the Corporate Dissolution, Public Records reveal that Meskin has not re-incorporated or filed a “Fictitious Name” for his “Veterans Post News” Newspaper which has continued to be active and in existence since its Legal Corporate Dissolution in 2001.  Therefore, currently it appears that the Veterans Post Newspaper is an unknown and unregistered Legal Entity in the State of Florida, including but not limited to Not being registered in the State of Florida as a “Foreign Corporation” from another State Not showing any ownership or being registered in the State of Florida as a Fictitious Name.”

18.
The fact that a Florida Corporation is “Non-Profit” does not automatically give it the right to Solicit Donations.  It must register with the Florida Department of Consumer Services, and with the Consumer Protection Agency in any County of Florida which requires Charities to register and be approved prior to Soliciting Donations, and also make application with the IRS as a 501(c)(3) Tax Exempt Non-Profit Charity.

19.
The National Heritage Foundation (NHF) is a “Public Foundation” Headquartered in Virginia that sets-up and Manages IRS 501(c)(3) Non-Profit Charities for a variety of Fees and a percentage of Gross Donations."  IRS 501(c)(3) Charities or Foundations are exempt from paying any Federal, State or Local Taxes on Donations they receive.

20.
Moreover, the Projects or Branches of a “Public Foundation” such as Meskin’s Veterans Foundation are not required to disclose any information to the Public unless they want to.  And NHF does not have to individually list each Donation its Projects receive or the Expenditures they incur, they only have to list the total Donations and Expenditures of all their Projects.  Thereby, making this kind of operation a “Paradise for Charity Scams”…

21.
However, whenever any Project of NHF has any Fund-Raising events or otherwise solicits Donations by telephone, TV, Radio, Newspaper, Website Ads, or at Public Events, the Project must state on all Donation jars or other advertisement that they are a Branch or Project of NHF.  Projects of NHF must also state NHF’s IRS 501(c)(3) Tax I.D. Numbers as Donations to NHF Projects are Tax Deductible, and the Donor needs that information for Tax Deduction purposes.  

22.
Additionally, in order to be in Compliance with IRS and Federal Law, the Projects must also send all Donations they received in Cash to NHF by either Check or Money Order for accounting and processing purposes.

23.
Furthermore, Projects of NHF are also not permitted to have Checking or Savings Accounts in the Projects or NHF’s Name except for petty cash purposes or for the temporary holding of Cash Donations before they send it to NHF.  Nor are Projects of NHF permitted to pay Charity recipients in Cash.  

24.
According to NHF guidelines, after Projects send NHF the funds they raised, they must then make Application and be approved by NHF for any Money they wish to Donate to an Individual or Organization.  After NHF approves the Project, it cuts them a Check in the amount they need.  This way if NHF ever gets audited by the IRS, they have proof of whom the Donations were paid.  

25.
So when Meskin told me that he advised the DAV Department of Florida that he gives Veterans and Veterans Groups “Cash” rather than a Check or Money Order from all the Donations he receives at Tropicana Field is when I became suspicious.  

26.
Further evident that NHF is a “paradise for charity scams” is the fact that the actual amount of Donations and to what individuals or which Programs they have Benefited, Salaries taken, or Funds for Expenditures, do not have to be disclosed by "Projects" of NHF such as Meskin's "Veterans Public Awareness Foundation."  And of course as most people know, one does not have to take a salary to be compensated.  Aside from being reimbursed for actual real expenses the person running the Charity incurs, that person could just create Expenses that have not actually been incurred and reimburse himself.  Especially when there is no Oversight through Public Disclosure required, such as in Meskin's Veterans Foundation.

27.
Although in November 2004 NHF was registered with the State of Florida Division of Consumer Services, a State of Florida Requirement to help prevent "consumer fraud," NHF is not registered with the Pinellas County Division of Consumer Services as is required by Law. 

28.
Additionally, the "Veterans Public Awareness Foundation" is not listed as one the ”PROJECTS” or "BRANCHES" of NHF on the State of Florida Database but is listed on the NHF Database.  And just because a Charity is registered and approved by the State of Florida Division of Consumer Services does not automatically mean they will be approved by the Florida County for which they make application for registration and approval… 

29.
Keep in mind that it is a matter of public record by the Florida Dept of Justice in Pinellas County, Florida, one of the Government Agencies investigating this matter, as well as from Phillip Meskin's own e-mail messages, that other than on the Internet, Meskin has stated that he NEVER has solicited for charitable donations under any circumstances, including his Veterans Newspaper, using his Veterans Public Awareness Foundation.

30.
Additionally, in the October 2004 Issue of the Veterans Post Newspaper circulated in Pinellas County, Florida, there contains a 5x7 inch Ad Soliciting Charitable Contributions for the Veterans Public Awareness Foundation.  A clear Violation of Pinellas County, Florida Code since Phillip Meskin and his sponsor did not register their Veterans Public Awareness Foundation in Pinellas County, Florida which requires a fee and approval prior Soliciting for Donations. 

31.
Furthermore, the supposed 501(c)(3) Tax Exempt I.D. # used in the said October 2004 Charitable Solicitation Display Ad reveals Veterans Foundation ID # 4837-3261-18.  However, this Number is different from the National Heritage Foundation, which is the sponsoring Foundation and whose Tax Exempt I.D. Number is: 58-2085326. 

32.
Further advertisements for the Veterans Public Awareness Foundation can be found at http://www.veteranspublicawareness.com and http://www.excelir.com/veterans
33.
Meskin is either sending NHF all the “Cash” Donations and Donations he collects by Check or Money Order to go into his Project’s account, and then keeps it all for himself while telling people who inquire that he gives the Veterans Cash and that’s why he can’t prove where the contributions he collects are going; or, b.  Meskin keeping all the cash contributions he collects and not giving any of those funds to Veterans or anyone else but tells people that he gives all the cash to Veterans; or, c.  Meskin keeps most of the “Cash” Donations and Donations he collects by  Check or Money Order and gives some of those funds to Veterans but tells people that he gives all the cash to Veterans.


34.
There are nine (9) Profit and Non-Profit current and former Corporations listed http://www.sunbiz.org/corpweb/inquiry/cormenu.html for Phillip G. Meskin, P.G. Meskin, and Susan J. White and Susan Jean White.  It appears that most of their Businesses don't last very long and most of them are Administratively Dissolved by either the 

State of Florida for failing to file the Annual Report or by their own hands.  Then they just keep starting up and Dissolving New Corporations and Fictitious Names with all kinds of the same and different names and addresses and Directors, Presidents, Secretaries, and Treasurers, and Registered Agents of their Corporations.

35.
Meskin often lists himself and tells everyone that he’s just “THE COMPANY CLERK” in all his Veteran-related ventures.  However, in State, County and Federal Public Records he is listed as President and Director of the Veterans Post News Newspaper; National Executive Chairperson of the Veterans Party of America, and Contact Person of the Veterans Public Awareness Foundation, a “Project” or “Branch” of the National 

Heritage Foundation (NHF).  

36.
The only reason Meskin uses the title “The Company Clerk” is to endeavor to avoid responsibility for any unlawful or illegal acts he perpetrates by endeavoring to baffle or confuse Consumers and Government Authorities as to whom actually Owns or 

Operates his various Veteran Businesses, which of course, is Meskin.

37.
Meskin advised me that his annual income is about $84,000 but that the Federal and State of Florida Governments only know about his 100% VA Service-Connected Disability Compensation of about $27,600 Annually of which is non-taxable.  That leaves $56,400 annually unaccounted for Meskin and White, and of which not only are no Federal Income taxes paid, but also the remaining income appears to be derived from said “Fraud Scheme” using “public sentiment of wanting to helps Veterans” into believing that all of Meskin’s and White’s Veterans related activities and business ventures “all in the interest in helping Veterans.”

38.
Meskin also advised me that he and White whom Meskin told me was his Wife are getting the additional said $56,400 by “padding” their expenditures and reimbursing themselves in lieu of taking a salary and having to pay Federal Income Tax from cash and other contributions received from Meskin’s Veterans Public Awareness Foundation, Veterans Party of America which Meskin was National Executive Committee Chairperson, and White was the Treasurer, and from selling advertising space and subscriptions to Meskin’s Veterans Post Newspaper.  

39.
I also later found out that Meskin failed to pay Florida Sales Tax on the advertising space and the estimated 2400 month subscriptions he sold, and that he also probably failed to pay Federal Income Tax on the profits he made from his Veterans Newspaper.

40.
About October 2005, Meskin advised me that he was being investigated by DAV Florida for Misappropriation of Funds of $10,000 he collected from one particular Devil Rays Game at Tropicana Field using Members of his D.A.V. Chapter 9 in St. Petersburg, Florida because he told D.A.V. Department of Florida that he sent the $10,000 to a Veteran in New Orleans who lost his home and was temporarily homeless but could not prove this transaction because he gave the Veteran the $10,000 in Cash.  

41.
Meskin further stated that he had raised about $40,000 in Cash Donations at Tropicana Field to date and gave the Donations to Veterans and Veterans Groups in Cash but could not prove these transactions either.  However, according to Rick Vaughn, Vice-President of Public Relations for the Tampa Bay Devil Rays, Vaughn told me in early June of 2006 that Meskin had permission from him to solicit contributions at Tropicana Field since during Devil Rays games since 2002, so there might have been much, much more than $40,000 misappropriated by Meskin and his other “rogue” D.A.V. Chapter 9 Members.

42.
Moreover, since no legal action was taken against Meskin or the other unnamed members of said Due to D.A.V. Chapter 9 unlawful and illegal acts and omissions, on February 24, 2006, I filed a Complaint with the Florida Department Agriculture Division of Consumer Services and requested them to take the appropriate legal action, and I am asking the IRS and other Federal Government and State of Florida Government Agencies to do the same. 

43.
Aside from the fact that Phillip Meskin’s Wife Susan White Meskin was a Florida Corporation “Registered Agent” for a Charity called “International Child and Adult Resources and Education Aids Foundation, Inc., and 3 of it’s Officers and Directors are listed with New Orleans, Louisiana addresses.  And regardless of the TRUTHFULNESS” of Veterans Charity Entrepreneur Phillip Meskin’s statement to me that he gave 

“JUST ONE-VETERAN $10,000 in “CASH” because his housing was destroyed in the Katrina Hurricane, this I do know for sure.

44.
According to Meskin, when D.A.V. Department of Florida heard that Meskin was using DAV Volunteers from Meskin’s DA.V Chapter 9 in St. Petersburg, Florida to collect TENS OF THOUSAND OF DOLLARS in Donations and then giving the proceeds away in CASH and unable to account for all this money, DAV Florida endeavored to take-over Meskin’s DAV Local Chapter, Meskin said.

45.
Meskin also told me that he felt the only reason D.A.V Florida wanted to take-over his Chapter was because they were not getting their 10% share of those Donations which is part of a State or National DAV agreement.  However, reasonable minds would conclude that DAV Florida wanted to take-over Meskin’s Chapter because of possible “FRAUD” and “MISAPPROPRIATION OF CHARITABLE FUNDS” not because they were not getting their 10%…

46.
I never said or told anyone that Meskin physically went to New Orleans to deliver the $10,000 Donation as Meskin as Meskin so stated in a recent E-mail.   Meskin told me he gave this “ONE-VETERAN” $10,000 but never told me how it was delivered other saying he paid the Veteran in cash.  Then how did it get there?  If he wired it by Western Union or through a Bank, there would be a “PAPER TRAIL”…  However, according to Meskin, Meskin said he told DAV that he could not “ACCOUNT” or “PROVE” that he gave this Veteran the $10,000.  

47.
Meskin did slightly mention that the recipient signed a piece of paper for the $10,000???  Of course, if the recipient received only say $2,000 and Meskin kept $8,000, the recipient might sign that piece of paper stating that Meskin gave him $10,000, or something along those lines…     

48.
So once again, how did the $10,000 get to New Orleans?  Did he send $10,000 in CASH by regular U.S. Mail?  I can’t wait to hear Meskin’s explanation of how the $10,000 was delivered…Presuming of course, that Meskin admits having this conversation with me?

49.
If Meskin denies that he does not know anything about this $10,000 Donation, and that I have just fabricated the story that leaves me with one more question?  For what “sick reason” would Meskin tell me such a story?

50.
On June 05, 2003, Meskin “Quit-Claimed” 20 Acres of his Property in Marion 

County, Florida to Susan J. White a/k/a Susan Meskin for $10.  Reasonable mind would ask the reasons why this transaction occurred?

51.
According to a spokesman at the Federal Elections Commission (FEC) in Washington, DC, in which I spoke with in November of 2005, the Veterans Party of America and its National Election Committee (NEC) are currently under Administrative Investigation for their failure to file the required 2005 Mid-Year Contributions and Expenditures Report which was due by July 31, 2005, and also from Complaints filed by Members of the Veterans Party of America.

52.
According to Documents filed with the Federal Elections Commission (FEC) by the National Election Committee (NEC) of the Veterans Party of America, Phillip Meskin 

is Chairperson, and Susan J. White a/k/a Susan Meskin is the Treasurer.  Until I was sure about what I believed was “Unlawful Activities” going on, I was associated with the Party as a Volunteer.  I have also been a Registered Voter of the Party since 2003. 

53.
Furthermore, since the Veterans Party of America started its operation in 2003, FEC records reveal that this was the fourth time they failed to file these required documents on time.

54.
Although White is Treasurer of the Veterans Party NEC, since it appears that Meskin and White are unlawfully collaborating, and that Meskin is Chairperson of the said NEC and ultimately responsible for all transactions, Richards will use only Meskin’s name when discussing most of the transactions of the Veterans Party.

55.
Meskin advised me in November of 2005 that the reason he had not filed the said 2005 FEC Mid-Year Report was because the National Committee had only received $600 to date? 

56.
The computerized version of the 2004 Year-End FEC Report mailed to me by the FEC reveals that the National Committee received $4,126 in Contributions, and $3,316 in Disbursements were paid out for Expenditures.  However, the 2004 Year-End FEC Online “Photographed Paper” Report reveals that the National Committee received $3,749 in Contributions.  And even if the National Committee does not receive Contributions or have any Expenditures, the FEC still requires the Committee to file these FEC Reports on time the FEC told me.  

57.
And why did Meskin file with the FEC by “Paper” rather than Electronically like he does on the Florida Campaign Finance Electronic Database?  It appears that Meskin is filing his FEC Campaign Reports by “Paper” because it’s harder for the FEC to keep track of his transactions, and more difficult for the Public to read the “Photographed Forms” on the FEC Campaign Finance Database. 

58.
Meskin purports to have a Degree in Computer Science and I have personally seen that he has State of the Art Computer Equipment at his home which is also his Office Mailing Address for his Veterans Charity/Foundation, Veterans Party, and Veterans Post News Newspaper.

59.
Early in 2005 Meskin advised me that when people inquire about financial activities of the Veterans Party of America he tells them that: “It’s a Business and so it’s none of their business”…  Of course the Financial Records of a Political Party are open to Public Disclosure… However, based on al the information and evidence contained herein, reasonable minds can now understand why Meskin tells people that…

60.
Reasonable minds would also ask what is GRACE HOLDING COMPANY, a registered Fictitious Name Owned by Susan J. White a/k/a Susan Meskin according to State of Florida Public Records?  And why is this Holding Company’s address one of those Boxes you rent from UPS f/k/a Mail Boxes, etc., located in Pinellas Park rather than the 1441 – 9th Street South in St. Petersburg, Florida address used for all the other Meskin Ventures?  Holding Companies are usually formed to temporarily Hold Checks and Cash received by other Businesses other than the Holding Company, and then to be later disbursed to its proper account.  Reasonable minds would also ask why do Meskin and White need a Holding Company?

RACKETEERING ACTIVITIES OF PHILLIP G. MEKSIN…

MESKIN ANNOUNCES HE’S “CONNECTED” WITH ORGANIZED CRIME

61.
According to Robert Thompson former Florida Chair and Gilbert Heroux former 

Treasurer of the Florida Veterans Party of America who attended the Party’s first National Convention held in Tampa, Florida in November 2005, Thompson and Heroux stated that Meskin advised them and other Officers and Members of the Party attending the Convention in no uncertain terms that he was “connected” to Organized Crime by way of being the cousin of the late Meyer Lansky, the well-known “Financial-Wizard” of Organized Crime from the 1930’s to the 1960’s.  I thought this information might be of value to the U.S. Department of Justice, the Florida Department of Law Enforcement, the Secretary of State and its Division of Elections since Meskin is the Founder of the Veterans Party of America, as well as holds Office in the Party at  the National, State  and County levels of the Party, so I sent them a copy of the list of all those who attended the Party Convention, in the event they might want to question or depose them about Meskin’s announcement that he is “connected,” as this may “DISQUALIFY and DISBAR MESKIN” from having any being “connected” with the Veterans Party of America.

62.
Also according Thompson and Heroux, Meskin advised all the Conventioneers who purchased Party promotional items and fees for attending the Convention to make out their Checks to the Veterans Post Newspaper rather than to the Veterans Party of America.  Meskin also advised everyone at the Convention that the Veterans Post Newspaper “Owns” the Veterans Party of America and that the Veterans Party of America owes the Newspaper $30,000 for expenses the Newspaper advanced the Party.  Thompson who paid for his purchases and fees by credit card said that when he received his monthly statement from the bank it revealed that his credit card charges had been paid to the Veterans Post Newspaper rather than the Veterans Party of America.

63.
The aforementioned meets the criteria for “Racketeering” in that said Phillip G. Meskin perpetrated conduct defined as “racketeering activity” under 18 U.S.C. s. 1961(1), and F.S. 895 et seq., - OFFENSES CONCERNING RACKETEERING AND ILLEGAL DEBTS by attempting and conspiring to commit Crimes and by attempting and conspiring to Collect an “Unlawful Debt” of $30,000 (Thirty Thousand Dollars) that is legally unenforceable under Federal or State of Florida Statutes in whole or in part because the debt was incurred or contracted relating to interest or usury pursuant to F.S. 687; Violated F.S. 815, relating to computer-related crimes; Violated F.S. 817, relating to fraudulent practices, false pretenses, fraud generally, and credit card crimes; Violated F.S. 825, relating to abuse, neglect, or exploitation of an elderly person or disabled adult; Violated F.S. 837, relating to perjury; Violated F.S. 843, relating to obstruction of justice; Violated F.S. 896, relating to offenses related to financial transactions; conduct defined as "racketeering activity" under 18 U.S.C. s. 1961(1).  

64.
Based on all of the above, a full investigation of this entire matter by Federal and State of Florida Law Enforcement Agencies is warranted, and if also found warranted, that Phillip G. Meskin be Criminally Indicted.

Subject: Problems with the VPA National Committee 

Dear Robert Thompson:

I have done some in depth investigate regarding the National Committee of the Veterans Party of America and Phillip G. Meskin’s involvement with the Veterans Party of America. The summary of this investigation is as follows:

A. FILINGS WITH THE F.E.C.

On Nov. 25, 2003, Phillip Meskin filed a Statement of Organization with the Federal Elections Commission in Washington, D.C. In this Statement of Organization, he stated that the Veterans Party of America is the National Committee for the Veterans Party of America (VET). 

On Dec. 23, 2003, the FEC sent a request for information letter to Phillip Meskin requesting essential information on the Statement of Organization regarding the National Committee for the Veterans Party. The letter also cited the U.S. Code covering designation of National Committees for political parties and “Please be advised that before using the contributions limits and/or statutes applicable for national parties, your committee must petition the Commission in the form of an advisory opinion to determine if it satisfies the criteria for national party status. (See Advisory Opinion 1995-16 on the FEC website at http://www.fec.gov”

According to Appendix A of the Guide for Campaign Guide for Political Party Committees the following are the requirements for qualifying for as National Committee:

3. Qualifying as National Committee

Federal law defines a national committee as an organization which, by virtue of the bylaws of a political party, is responsible for the day-to-day operation of the party at the national level, as determined by the Commission. 100.13.

A committee should seek an FEC advisory opinion to verify that it has attained national committee status before taking advantage of the expanded contribution and expenditure limits that apply to a qualified national committee. The Commission will decide whether the committee or the party has demonstrated sufficient national-level activity to qualify, based on the criteria listed below. See AOs 2001-13, 1998-2, and 1995-16.

Nominating Candidates for Federal Office in Numerous States

The party must have a sufficient number of party-designated federal candidates on the ballot in a sufficient number of states to meet this requirement. Moreover, the party’s ballot access efforts must extend beyond the Presidential races to races for the U.S. Congress. See AOs 1988-45 and 1980-131 and those cited below.

For example, in the 1992 elections, a party’s Presidential and Vice Presidential candidates achieved ballot access in several states, but the party’s ballot access activity with respect to candidates for U.S. Congress—9 candidates in 3 states—was considered too limited to meet this criterion. AO 1992-44. The same party, in the 1994 election cycle, expanded its efforts, achieving ballot access for 14 Congressional candidates in 6 states located in different sections of the country. This was considered sufficient activity to meet the ballot access requirement. AO 1995-16. See also AO 1992-30.

Conducting Activities on Ongoing Basis

The committee must engage in activities such as voter registration drives on an ongoing basis (rather than with respect to a particular election). See, for example, AO 1992-30.

Publicizing Issues Nationwide

A national committee must publicize, on a national basis, issues of importance to the party and its adherents. This activity might involve publishing the party’s philosophy and positions, issuing press releases and distributing a national newsletter. See, for example, AO 1992-44.

Other Criteria

Other factors which indicate that a party committee has attained national status include: holding a national convention; setting up national headquarters; and establishing state party committees. See, for example, AO 1992-30.

On Jan. 20th, 2004, Phillip Meskin filed a new Statement of Organization, FEC Form 1. This form was identical to the first one filed except it contained the bank account for the National Committee of the VET party. On his cover letter he advised the FEC that he is in the process of filing an Advisory Opinion, which according to the requirements of having letters from each state chair, will take time to complete.

On Mar. 20th, 2004, Phillip Meskin filed a new Statement of Organization, FEC Form 1, only changing the Treasury of the National Committee of the VET party.

Statement of Receipts and disbursement were filed for the year 2004 as listed in the following.

March monthly, April Monthly, April Quarterly, July Quarterly, October Quarterly, and Year-End.

In 2004 the FEC sent three failure to file notices for separate reports and three request for information notices. 

Currently the FEC has sent a notice (dated Aug. 17th, 2005) for failure to file receipts and disbursement for the period of 01-01-05 thru 06-30-05. To date there has been no filing or reply from Phillip Meskin or the National Committee of the VET party.

B. Legal Non profit status/entity

I have been unable to discover any non profit corporation or organization file by Phillip Meskin in regards to the Veterans Party of America, VET party, National Committee of the VET Party, National Committee, or any entity listing him as an officer, organizer, or director. Records that were searched included the Florida State’s website on businesses and non profit organizations. 

This leads to the conclusion that any funds collected by Phillip Meskin or by his website http://www.VeteransParty.us were not tax deductible nor were they legal donations to a political party. Further more there are legal limits on how much can be contributed by any one individual to a candidate.

This leads to serious questions on to what has happened to the money collected from donations and purchases on the website. Also in 2004 the Statement of receipts and disbursements show that the National Committee of the Veterans Party received $3,711.00 and disbursed $3,197.87 leaving a balance of cash on hand of $513.13. We do not know how much was received or disbursed in 2005 as there have not been any reports filed.

C. Impact on State registered Veterans Party of America or Veterans Party

Each registered state veterans party should hold a state meeting and discuss this current situation that the “National Committee for the Veterans Party or VET” doesn’t not have a legal existence and that all individuals that are claiming to be officers of the National Veterans Party of America to immediately cease and desist. Then the registered states need to elect delegates to represent their state’s party at the national level. It is from these delegates a temporary Chairman and Treasurer can be appointed. No funds should be donated to the National Party until a FEC advisory opinion verifies that it qualifies as a National Committee. Any contributions for candidates must be made directly to each candidate or to the state party.

Someone will need to legally form a non profit entity and register it the state in which the registered state party members want the National Committee to be based in. In the meantime the registered state party members and appoint an organizing to help form the Veterans Party of America at the national level.

If the above actions are not taken in an expedient fashion, the State parties can be pulled into this mess. Under election law there are both civil and criminal statues that can be very severe. No one wants this for the current registered parties.

Summary: 

In summary, my investigation has discovered some serious errors and potential wrong doing on behalf of the National Veterans Party and it officers. I have my complete supporting documents which I will make available to anyone who should request them and I am willing to discuss this matter with any or all concerned. If we are going to truly have a National 3rd party we must act on this matter now.

I agree with just about everything that Bob Thompson told you in his email, however he is wrong about the VPA not existing. In every state that have met their state elections department's requirements for registering a Minor Political Party, the VPA does legally exists. In the formation of a National Political Party, the state parties must be established first. Even the FEC rules for recognizing a National Committee for a Political Party must have multiple federal candidates in multiple states, if not, it is not a national committee. The FEC requires an Advisory Opinion to be done to accept the Committee are party of a National Party. This AO has not been done for the VPA as Phillip Meskin has lead them to believe that he is working on getting reports from the STATES.

I/We in Oregon do not recognized the Current NEC (Phillip Meskin and Assoc.) as any part of the Veterans Party of America. All we have to do is get all the states to have a meeting to work on establishing a national committee. It is up to all the states to develop the Bylaws, Charter/Constitution, and the powers that the National Executive Committee should have. As far as whom can vote and who can not vote. It should be the State Chairs that should have the vote at the national level. It should not be limited just to the elected State Chair, but also to the Appointed or Temporary State Chairs as they are working just as hard on the party as anyone else. 
The is no rush to establish the National Committee, until we start receiving matching campaign funds on our national candidates. We just need to that the states just working together.


If you or anyone else, really wants the party to work then we need to set up a meeting, whether on line, telephone conference, or in person and start getting this process set up.


As far as Phillip Meskin goes, he has no power over anyone in the Veterans Party and if he messes up with the FEC then he will have to answer for that.

PARTIAL EVIDENCE AND FURTHER “PAPER-TRAIL”
