    The introduction letter Federal Tort Claims Act: Current Legislative and Judicial Issues are totally unfair to our soldier’s that serve with the belief that our military hospitals have perfect medical care. It is very shocking that these laws exist to betray a promise to our soldier’s medical care with less than perfect medical care while serving our Country.

      These Federal Torts  laws are of criminal nature because it allows the U.S. Government to abuse the powers of medical care and allow malpractice to be more of a priority than perfect medical care that was promised on the first day of induction.
