The Honorable Senator Fienstien,

This is a response letter to your March 15th 2000 letter to us regarding Moral, Welfare, and Recreation Access. We have already addressed the facts of MWR Recreation when it comes to financial responsibilities in our January 7th 2000 letter to you. Our best defense is the militaries lack of logic on this matter as MWR Recreational Facilities is self-funding when United States Disabled Veterans are paying a fair price for the privilege of using these lands for the purpose of Mental and Physical rehabilitation. 

To put a dollar amount on usage and use it against disabled veterans is like putting a dollar amount on human life and cast it aside as if these 2.4 disabled veterans were injured in vain while serving our country and to come home and say that the expansion of facilities is to much Will Not Stand!  America is free however our disabled veterans live with injuries for life and have no way of using the lands that they all fought to be free on. These lands can and will make a difference in total rehabilitation of each and every veteran that is service-connected injured. Not to mention those that Died for this freedom did these veterans die in Vain. Military Oppression and Tyranny have taken over when the United States military that needed our help when asked to serve forgets about our Constitutional Rights when and if we come home from conflict.

We would like you also to take a special look at the response letter from the Pentagon from Atphonso Maldon, Assistant Secretary of Defense (Force Management Policy) where Mr. Victor Vasquez Jr., Personnel Support, Families and Education answers our request to make changes in Policies at the Pentagon. The Pentagon suggests on page 2 of the response “Consequently under this statue, a disabled veteran may entitled to access to outdoor recreation areas, notwithstanding the fact that he is not 100 percent disabled.” Indicating to us that the Pentagon expects us to hide the fact that we are not service-connected injured as the rules and regulations allow certain people with disabilities to access (civilians) under special circumstances. Our last count of disabled civilians is 30 million and its ok to allow these civilians in and not 2.4 million disabled veterans in as a result of being injured during conflict or war. We want to proudly have access to these lands and never hide the fact that we are Purple Heart or service-connected inured. Disabled Veterans should have top priority to access these lands before any civilian group has the right to access these Mwr Recreational lands?
